Graduate students who have completed the minimum years of enroliment
with completing the required courses, credits, and thesis draft may
apply for the defense. The application must be submitted after
registration and course selection for the semester and at least 20 days
before the scheduled defense date.
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The prerequisite courses that graduate
students should take are determined by the
chairman and the supervising professor, but
they will not be counted as graduation credits
after passing the courses. Graduate students
are not allowed to take the degree
examination before passing the prerequisite
courses.
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The thesis defense score accounts for 50%
of the overall graduation grades.

Graduate students may self-study through
the Taiwan Academic Ethics Education
Resource Center website and obtain a
certificate of completion by passing the final
exam. For departments (institutes or degree
programs) requiring professional academic
research ethics training courses,
implementation will follow the specific
regulations set by each department (institute
or program).

If students fail the thesis defense and their
years of enrollment has not expired, they may
apply for a retake in the next academic year
or semester. Students who fail the retake (2"
time of thesis defense) will be dismissed. The
score will be 70 grades for those who pass
the retake.

Requirement of English proficiency: None (If not specified by the depart-
ment, this should be explicitly stated).
